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Sn3 Slim Gauge Guild \ Colorado & Sierra Railroad
Size: 14 x 17 Scenery: 90% \ | Theme: Colorado & Sierra Railroad

This club operates two beautifully detailed layouts located in a 2,000 square foot basement. The HOn3 layout
is based on the Denver and Rio Grande Railroad and the Rio Grande Southern in roughly the 1920 to 1949
time period. On this layout members tend to model specific prototype scenes. The 1900-era Sn3 layout is more
freelanced. Members tend to model scenes as they see fit. They loosely model the Colorado and Southern for
the mainline and northern California lumber companies for the highline.

HOn3 Slim Gauge Guild ‘ D&RG, RGS

Size: 14 x 17 Scenery: 90% | | Theme: D&RG, RGS

HO Wallace, Al \ Goldfield & Hangtown

Size: 20 x 25 Scenery: 100% | | Theme: Mining

The Goldfield & Hangtown is set in the 1890-1915 time-frame, and covers the arid terrain of Nevada to the
Sierra foothills in California. The railroad links Goldfield with a Southern Pacific branch through its connection
at Hangtown. Scenery includes extensive rockwork and realistic ground cover. There are many craftsman and
scratch-built structures as well as a large variety of bridges, each designed for the requirements of its particular
setting and traffic. Rolling stock includes many scratch-built wooden freight cars and craftsman Labelle
passenger cars. There are several distinct mining towns with mining operations and trackage. The layout room
is 20 feet by 25 feet, devoted entirely to the railroad. All visible track is hand-laid, with two double-slip switches
and two turntables with custom-built indexing systems. The main line throttles are from the 1960s articles by
Lynn Westcott and the yard has an exceptional pulse throttle devised by Dave Allen.

HO Graves, Rick \ Tehachapi Loop Railroad

Size: 14 x 12 Scenery: 100% |  EasyAccess | Theme: Tehachapi Loop

Rick is modeling the Tehachapi Loop in the spring of 1950. This HO scale layout completely occupies a 14’ x 12’
spare bedroom. The layout is DCC controlled and the locomotives are sound equipped. Rick runs both steam
and diesel appropriate to the Santa Fe and Southern Pacific motive power in use over the line at that time. One
interesting feature of this layout is the use of shallow relief hills to duplicate the Tehachapi loop area. The hills
are painted and sceniced using a shading technique which gives them depth well beyond their quarter-inch
thickness. Five trains are staged behind the hills and in other areas to allow a parade of Southern Pacific and
Santa Fe consists typical for the time modeled. Operations are DCC controlled using Digitrax equipment.

N Calleton, Ted \ Pamet Sioux

Size: 24 x 13 Scenery: 70% \ | Theme: Mountain to Seashore

This layout was on tour during the 1996 NMRA Convention and was featured in the March issue of RAIL MODEL
JOURNAL that same year. This layout is in a 24’ x 24’ basement and occupies a space of 24’ x 13’. Construction
features of this layout include the heavy use of spline sub-roadbed, a seven-layer helix and a layered backdrop.
Rail is Code 55 and Code 40 and turnouts are scratchbuilt. Several spring turnouts are incorporated into the
loop-to-loop track plan which covers 400 feet through mainly mountain terrain. Many scratch-built bridges and
trestles dot the mainline. A signature feature of the railroad is a model of a large Tacoma seaside grain elevator
with a detailed interior. Ted is converting the layout to DCC control.
