A dedicated 14 x 21 room houses a very complete layout with options for point-to-point or continuous-loop
running. There are many highly detailed city, industrial, rural and desert scenery with appropriate hand-painted
and commercial backdrops. Various scenery elements are well integrated. Bob models the Southwest U.S.
in the steam-diesel transition era, circa 1948-1952. Many one-of-a-kind modified steam locomotives, including
several award winners. Mainline is 119" with 55 of secondary trackage and 117’ of branch lines.

HO Kenefick, Jack Calif. & Southwestern

Size: 11 x9 Scenery: 100% Theme: Alameda Corridor, Late 1950s

This superb 11’ x 9" layout was featured in June 1996 issue of Model Railroader and appeared on the 1996
NMRA National Convention layout tour. The compact era is 1989-90 using Santa Fe and Southern Pacific trains.
The layout is a general representation of the Alameda Corridor from the harbor with its detailed refineries and
infrastructure to downtown Los Angeles. The operation, scenery and lighting are first-rate as are the numerous
details found throughout this layout.

HO Koutsouros, Greg \ Terminal RR Assn. of St. Louis

Size: 22 x 14 Scenery: 60% \ \ Theme: St. Louis Union Station

The 1958 to 1962 era of Midwestern passenger travel comes alive on this 22” x 14” layout. Passenger trains
rule this railroad. The track plan features an around -the-room double track main with a large stub-end terminal
on a center peninsula. There are several scratch-built turnouts and a diamond created to make workable
approaches to the terminal. All mainline turnouts are controlled by stationary decoders. Greg has scratch-built
a one-half representation of a train shed measuring 4’ x 18”. The bridges leading to the St. Louis Terminal have
been compressed and scratch-built in meticulous detail based on thorough research of records, plans and
photographs. Control is DCC.
