HO Corona Model Railroad Society \

The Corona Model Railroad Society was created to represent 1940s Corona in the heyday of its citrus production.
Also represented are the lumber, mining, manufacturing and all the trackside industries engaged in trade from
other communities to other countries. An entire house, which sits on city park property, is devoted to the 700 sq.
ft. display. The model railroad depicts a part of Corona and local points east with the Santa Fe main line and the
Pacific Electric system. The actual layout consumes 565 square feet and has 650 feet of Code 83 track. A 2%
double-track helix, 98 turnouts and an eight-track 312-car staging yard are part of the track plan. DCC control is
provided by NCE PH Pro unit with NCE hand controllers.

G Maxwell, Ken \ Vocanic Mountain Railroad

Size: 20 x 60 Scenery: 80% | EasyAccess | Theme: Garden

This is a garden railroad set in the 1920s to 1930s with occasional diesel operations. Much of the 700 foot
mainline travels through mountainous terrain featuring volcanic landscapes, two waterfalls and two coy and
goldfish ponds. Three trains can be operated simultaneously. There also is a logging area with its own Porter
locomotive.

Oon3 Ramos, Doug | Poverty Gulch & Opulence Mining Co

Size: 21 x 18 Scenery: 60% \ Easy Access \ Theme: Mining

This On3 railroad was partly inspired by the model railroad efforts of his father and the Southern California
Boomers group. It features a point-to-point mining railroad set in dramatic rock scenery with nicely done
scratchbuilt structures and pine trees. Some of the soil comes from actual Jerome, Arizona, mine tailings.
Operations feature PFM sound and DC wireless remote control. The railroad also has a unique lighting valance
which employs simulated corrugated, weathered iron sheets.

This is one of Southern California’s best know garden railroads, covering one-third of an acre with 3,000 feet
of track. Up to seventeen trains operate simultaneously. The meticulously maintained garden landscaping is
among the best in Southern California. There are ponds, waterfalls, a 40’ train shed and night lights, numerous
tunnels, an oil refinery and hydroelectric plant.

G Lizer, Art \ A & O Railroad

Size: 60 x 60 Scenery: 100% | EasyAccess | Theme: Garden

Art’s garden railroad is based on the Western Pacific with several actual sites modeled, including a compressed
Keddie Wye and structures around Keddie. Frequently seen running is the California Zephyr along with long WP
freights, all with sound. Also modeled are structures from Chama, Colorado, including scratch-built examples of
the sand, coaling and water towers. He also has scratch-built several examples of structures owned by family
members in earlier times. The railroad has 1,100 feet of track and many real miniature trees.
