 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Constitution of the Western Division, Sunshine Region, NMRA

Article I: Name, Purpose and Boundaries

Section 1 - This Corporation shall be known as the Western Division of the Sunshine Region of the National Model Railroad Association, hereafter referred to as the Division, and is established under the provisions of the Constitution of the Sunshine Region, SSR,  and the National Model Railroad Association (NMRA).

Section 2 - The purposes of this Division are, in part, to promote, stimulate, foster, and encourage, by all manner and means, the art and craft of model railroading and the preservation of the history, science and technology thereof, and this corporation is organized for charitable, educational, library, and scientific purposes consistent therewith included for such purposes.  These purposes include, but are not limited to:

To further the objectives of the SSR and the NMRA as set forth in the Regulations of those organizations.

To promote closer understanding and co-operation among model railroad manufactures, distributors, dealers, publishers, consumers and the general public.

To develop the technical skills of persons engaged in the art and craft of model railroading and promote fellowship among model railroaders.

To educate persons engaged in model railroading in methods of building and operating model railroad equipment and prototype practices.

To promote the construction and public display of models, modules and operating layouts depicting the historical contributions of railroads to the growth of the nation.

To advance the hobby of model railroading wherever and whenever possible by publications, meetings, public shows and all things necessary or incident to the foregoing purposes.

Section 3 - The Divisions boundaries shall include the following ZIP codes: 335XX, 336XX, 337XX, 338XX, 339XX, 342XX, 344XX, 345XX, 346XX and 32111, 32113, 32133-32134, 32158-32159, 32162-32163, 32179 32182-32184, 32192, 32195-32197.

Section 4 - The Division may be subdived into Districts by the Board of Directors to facilitate the execution and administration of the Division.  There shall be an elected Superintendent, a Treasurer, and a Secretary, plus other appointed assistants as the Superintendent determines necessary for the administration of the Division.

Article II: Membership

Section 1 - Any member in good standing of the NMRA who lives within the boundaries of the Division is a  member of the Division in an equivalent category.

Article III - Officers

Section 1 - The officers of the Western Division shall be a Superintendent,  Secretary, and Treasurer.  These officers  shall constitute the Board of Directors.  The Board shall hold legal title to all property and moneys of the Division in trust for all members.

Section 2 - The duties, responsibilities, and qualifications of the elected officers shall be as defined in the Bylaws.

Section 3 - An elected officer may be removed from office for cause in accordance with procedures established in the Bylaws.

Article IV - Meetings

Section 1 - There shall be an Annual Business Meeting each year at a place and time fixed by the Board of Directors in accordance with procedures defined in the Bylaws.  The Board of Directors shall meet   preceding the Annual Business Meeting, and at such other times as considered necessary by the Western Division  Superintendent with appropriate notification in accordance with the Bylaws.

Section 2 - Additional or Special meetings of the membership may be scheduled by the Board in accordance with procedures established in the Bylaws.

Section 3 - A quorum for all Board and Membership meetings shall be as defined in the Bylaws.

Article V: Amendments:

Section 1 - Amendments to this constitution may be made at the annual meeting or at a special meeting called for such Purpose, but any proposed amendment shall be submitted to the members with notice of the meeting called therefore at least thirty (30) days before the date fixed for such meeting.

Section 2 - Voting on proposed Amendments to this constitution shall be by mail or email ballot and completed ballots may be delivered to the Chairman of the Ballot Committee by hand, U.S. mail, or email prior to the convening of the meeting.

Section 3 - A two-thirds (2/3) majority of the votes cast by the members of the Division shall be necessary for the adoption of the amendment.

Article VI - Disclaimer

Section 1 - Any provision of this constitution, Bylaws or other rules set up by the Division, shall be void if in conflict with Constitution of the SSR or the regulations of the NMRA.

Article VII - Dissolution

Section 1 - Dissolution of the Western Division shall take place only upon mail or email ballot of all regular members in good standing and upon an affirmative vote of two thirds (2/3) of the total votes.  Such ballot shall be sent to the members by mail at least thirty (30) days prior to the voting date.

Section 2 - Upon the dissolution of the corportation, the Board of Directors shall, after paying or making provision for the payment of alll liabilities of the corporation, dispose of all assets of the corporation by transfer to the SSR.
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
